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Thanks to the work of a dedicated corps of volunteers and 
donors, EDWON exceeded its fundraising target for Walk 
for Nepal by nearly 20%. 

The Blue Shirt Program provides school uniforms to 
children in rural Nepal. Without this assistance, many 
would face great difficulty in attending school. Studies 
show that illiteracy is highest among the Dalit community 
in Nepal. Girls are especially unlikely to finish primary 
school, due to financial constraints. 

The $5,600 raised easily covers the cost of uniforms for 
the 500 children currently in our program.

EDWON participated in Walk for Nepal for the third year 

with a core group of 14 volunteers who walked at Carson 
Beach in Boston in August. Volunteers raised money 
through personal outreach, emails and advocacy. 

The organizer, Help Nepal Network, a volunteer-run 
501©3 organization hosts the annual event to raise funds 
for development projects in Nepal and to build community 
in the greater-Boston area. Projects focus on health, 
education, or gender. Speakers included Walk for Nepal 
Chair Shailesh Gongal and Lt. Governor candidate Mike 
Lake, who shared his travel experiences in Nepal with  
the crowd.

“Every child deserves an education,” Lake said at the event.
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
